It enables java developers to 

integrate the OpenSource OLAP Palo Server (www.palo.net) into java based business 

applications, java based web services or portals. The API can be downloaded at 

www.jpalo.net including documentation and source code samples.  

 

The Palo Eclipse Client provides the complete set of modelling und administration options for 

the Palo server. A database explorer allows the fast access to all elements of the 

database(s) on one or more servers. Via double-click the user can easily edit dimensions 

with elements, cubes or databases. An adhoc-browser allows the viewing and editing of the 

cube data using a comfortable ‘slice and dice’ viewer. The viewer includes functionalities for 

arranging and nesting dimensions as well as selecting slice elements. All features of Palo are 

supported. The client can run stand alone or can be integrated into the Eclipse development 

platform.  

 

Both products are currently available as technical previews and are for free. For the near 

future the developers from Tensegrity plan to extend the Eclipse Client. The comfortable 

definition, saving and loading of views and the graphical visualization and modelling of 

database elements are prioritized.
